	Accommodation 2017/18:
-The question of the location of the school remains to the fore of the Board’s concerns-
The Board were updated on the lack of progress in securing accommodation from the DES for 2017/18.
Colm updated the Board on the discovery of a possible bus transport solution. This is potentially very significant- further discussion with parents needed to establish utility.

Micheal Martin TD is also to visit the school on the 8th May.

· ASD Programme

A related question was that of the ASD class. The DES had recently informed ET that no accommodation would be provided for the same until permanent buildings were constructed.
This had been reported to the SENO, who had made unsuccessful representations to the DES on our behalf.

This is a great disappointment for the school, given our wish to support families in need, and in terms of the work already done in this area. It was decided to try to seek support from politicians and related NGOs to affect a reversal of this decision, but in the mean-time to inform the affected families that the class would not proceed in 2017.
